Where Community, Competition
And Connection Come Together

t the Country Club of the Carolinas, pickleball has quietly

grown into one of the club’s most engaging and social

activities. What began more than a decade ago as a

casual introduction by a few enthusiastic members has
evolved into a thriving, multigenerational community centered
around fun, fitness and friendship.

The sport first took hold when members were introduced to
pickleball offsite and brought their excitement back to the club.

Olsen agrees that the sport is especially approachable for
beginners. “Everybody has played their first game, so get over it,”
he says with a laugh. “Jump in and play. Everyone is
so understanding.”

Beyond instruction, the club offers a full slate of open play
opportunities throughout the week, giving members flexibility
to jump in when it fits their schedule. Mornings, evenings and
weekends all feature organized times, ensuring there’s always a
game to join and someone to play with.

The social side of pickleball truly shines through the club’s
events calendar. From themed gatherings like the popular “Girls
Just Want to Have Fun” ladies’ event to friendly competitions
such as Battle of the Sexes and the festive Firecracker tournament
around the Fourth of July, there’s no shortage of ways to get
involved. The annual club championship adds a competitive
edge, while a dedicated pickleball committee keeps the energy
high with fresh ideas and well-planned events.

A Fresh Start That Built a Family Business

or Adam Swan, owning Molly

Maid of Greater Charlotte is about

far more than cleaning homes.
It’s about second chances, hard work
and building a company that treats both
employees and customers with respect.

Adam grew up far from Charlotte, in
the rural Michigan town of Pinckney. His
childhood was defined by country roads,
farmland and long distances. “It was real
country,” Adam says. “Our school was 16
miles away and the bus ride took over an
hour each way. One summer I had to bike
those same 16 miles to and from school
for driver’s education.”

Those early experiences instilled
resilience and a strong work ethic. His
parents, who have now been married
for 54 years, modeled the kind of
perseverance that would later shape
Adam’s own path as a business owner.

After years working with Molly Maid as
a franchise coach in Ann Arbor, Adam and
his family faced a difficult season about a
decade ago. Amid personal and financial
challenges, the family made a bold decision
that would change everything: they
invested everything they had to purchase
the South Charlotte Molly Maid franchise.

“It was a total fresh start,” Adam says.
“Our family relocated — new state, new
home and a new business.”

The transition was far from easy. With
limited working capital and plenty of
uncertainty, Adam and his wife worked
relentlessly to rebuild both their lives
and the business. “We didn’t have nearly
enough capital to start,” he explains. “My
wife was working so we had income
coming in, but we racked up debt, worked
incredibly long hours and revamped every
aspect of the business. We just never gave
up.” The determination paid off.

What began as a small operation with
just 18 employees in a single office has
grown into a thriving regional business.
Today Molly Maid of Greater Charlotte
employs 62 team members and operates
from three offices, serving homes across
the region from Mooresville to Rock Hill
and from Indian Trail to Kannapolis.

Despite that growth, Adam remains
committed to keeping the company
grounded in its original values.

Adam and his family

“Our business is a true family
business,” he says.

That philosophy is visible throughout
the company’s culture. At one point, the
team included 18 sets of sisters working
together — a reflection of the close-knit
environment Adam and his leadership
team have worked to create.

He believes that caring for employees
ultimately leads to better service for
customers. “As an owner, I believe if you
treat your staff well, pay them well, train
them well and equip them well, they will
take care of the customer,” Adam says.

That mindset shapes how the company
operates day to day. The leadership team
meets weekly to evaluate both employee
experience and customer satisfaction,
continually looking for ways to improve.

“If changes are made, they must benefit the
customer or the employee,” Adam explains.
“If it benefits both, it’s a no-brainer. If it
works for the customer and the employee, it
will work for the business.”

Over the years Adam has also gained
deep insight into the home cleaning
industry through thousands of in-home
consultations. “I've probably done
close to 10,000 estimates in the greater
Charlotte area,” he says.

One of the most important pieces
of advice he shares with homeowners
involves something many people never
think to ask about: workers’ compensation
insurance. “Our industry is one where you
get what you pay for,” Adam explains. “The
number one question to ask any cleaning
company is whether they carry workers’
compensation insurance.” Without proper
coverage, homeowners can face serious
financial risk if someone is injured while
working inside their home.

toy at the top of the stairs,” Adam says.
“Accidents happen. With workers’
compensation in place, the employee’s
medical bills are covered, and the
homeowner is protected from liability.”
That kind of transparency reflects the
company’s broader commitment to
ethical standards and professionalism.

Adam is also realistic about the
nature of the cleaning industry.
“Perfection in this business is
impossible,” he says. “But what we
offer is decades of experience and very
high ethical standards for both our
employees and our customers.”

Today, Molly Maid of Greater
Charlotte continues to grow while
staying rooted in the values that carried
the Swan family through their fresh
start a decade ago. For Adam, the
success of the business ultimately comes
down to something simple: building a
workplace where people feel respected,
supported and proud of the work
they do. And in the process, helping
busy families across the Charlotte
region come home to a cleaner, more
comfortable space.

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MAKING A DIFFERENCE

How The Echo Fou
Is Shaping Charlo
Next Generation

“WHAT CAN ONE PERSON D0?” This is the question at the heart of
The Echo Foundation, a Charlotte-based nonprofit co-founded in
1997 by Nobel Peace Laureate Elie Wiesel and educator Stephanie
Ansaldo. Through several transformative programs, the organization
harnesses the power of education to inspire students to become the
voices of conscience, necessary to create a more just and humane
world. Students confront urgent humanitarian challenges, engage
with global leaders and bring critical issues to light.

Since its founding, Echo has engaged more than 750,000
students and teachers from across 195 schools, delivering 29
award-winning, student-created curricula worldwide, and
connecting 42 world leaders, including 15 Nobel Laureates, with
local students. It also produced the award-winning documentary
In the Footsteps of Elie Wiesel. Echo has mentored 101 Student
Ambassadors through transformative travel programs and raised
more than $8 million to support its programs and initiatives.

One of Echo’s signature initiatives is Voices Against
Indifference, a curriculum-based program that connects high
school students with global leaders who have responded to
the world’s most pressing challenges. Echo’s 2025 theme, AI for
Humanity, examines the rapid rise of artificial intelligence and
its influence on society. The curriculum challenges students to
explore the relationship between technology and humanity, and to
consider the moral implications of innovation.

Last summer, eight Echo student interns dedicated more than
1,900 hours to developing the annual curriculum that examines
AT’s impact on everything from education and healthcare to the
arts and the economy. The program invites students to consider
the ethical questions behind the innovation.

“Echo taught us that leadership doesn’t have to wait until
you’re older,” says high school junior student intern Nandhana
Ramesh. “As interns, we were trusted to do meaningful work, and
that changed how I see myself and my peers.”

The curriculum continues through the nonprofit’s Footsteps
Global Initiative, which gives Charlotte-Mecklenburg high school
students the chance to learn about humanitarian issues through
an immersive mix of study, travel and service.

This year’s program will take Echo Student Ambassadors
across Europe, where they will meet with global leaders and
connect with their peers abroad to see how global policy, justice
and ethical decision-making play out in real life. Their travel
culminates in their participation in the 2026 Youth Peace Summit
at The Hague. They will then return to share what they learned
with the Charlotte community.

“Our program teaches students that they can be compassionate
leaders of tomorrow,” says Echo Foundation president Stacey
Schanzlin. “Their curiosity and willingness to engage with the
challenges shaping our world show what’s possible when learning
is sustained and student voice is
taken seriously.”

Looking ahead, The Echo Foundation is already building its
2026 and 2027 student-created curriculum: The Arts as Witness.
Through Echo’s summer internship program, students will
research and explore how artists have documented human
suffering, resilience and hope-and how film, literature, visual art
and music can challenge injustice and inspire action.

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or Sammy Nasser, the path to launching BSTN Capital

wasn’t a straight line; it was one shaped by curiosity, a bit

of skepticism and ultimately, a deep belief in the long-term
power of real estate.

Today, Sammy is the manager behind BSTN Capital and
its flagship offering, BSTN Fund One—a private real estate
investment fund designed to give investors access to a lesser-
known but highly strategic corner of the real estate world.
